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Do you know a lot about chocolate? It was once a kind of drink ( 1 ) had a very bitter taste.
A long time ago, the *Mayans in Mexico planted cacao trees. The beans were cooked to make an
expensive drink. Cacao was also used for medicine and money. In the 16" century, Columbus brought
the *seeds to Europe. Late the beans were mixed with sugar and milk. In the 19" century, the first
chocolate (2)as food was made in England.

Now chocolate is one of our favorite desserts and the sweet taste of chocolate is popular all over the
world. Four years ago, one study showed that Germans ate the most chocolate in the world. A German
eats about 11 kilograms of chocolate a year. In Belgium, one person eats about 9.5 kilograms. But in
Japan, one person eats only about 1.8 kilograms.

Some people in Japan say that eating too much chocolate can *cause *nosebleeds. Although (3)@
isn’t true, they believe that chocolate has so much energy that it causes nosebleeds. Actually, it has
more energy than bananas and rice. For example, a 100 gram banana has about 86 kcal, 100 grams of
rice has about 168 kcal, and 100 grams of chocolate has about 557 kcal. So we should not eat too much
chocolate.

These days, however, some studies have shown that chocolate is good for our health. For example,
the *polyphenol in cacao may help people who have *cancer. And the *aroma of chocolate makes people
happy. It is also said that the smell of chocolate can make our ( 4 ) better. While you are studying
for an exam, try eating some chocolate.
