Is Roy G Biv someone’s name? *Actually, these letters stand for the seven colors of the rainbow.
They are the first letters of the seven colors: (7 ), orange, yellow, green, blue, indigo, and ( 1 ).
When you see a rainbow, it always starts with red and ends with violet. The order of the colors is the
same as Roy G Biv. So if you remember this, you will know both the names of the colors and their

*order.

What makes these colors? Sunlight and water make them. When sunlight hits small raindrops, they
*bend the light in different ways. And this makes different colors.

You can see a rainbow when the sun comes out after the rain. And you’ll notice the sun is always
behind you. You can also see rainbows near *waterfalls. So, if you create a waterfall, you can make
your own rainbow. To make a rainbow, you just need a *hose. That’s all. On a sunny day, stand with
the sun at your back. First, turn the hose toward the shadow of your head. Then, put your finger over
the hose and make *mist. Soon you will see a beautiful rainbow in the air. Can you see Roy G Biv in
the rainbow?
